The Childress Family Foundation Scholarship aims to recognize Mayfair High School Student 
Athletes and support their college education. Up to 4 one-time awards of $10,000 will be offered 
annually to newly graduating students.

Who is eligible?
The award is open to graduating Mayfair High School student athletes that have been admitted to 
a 2 or 4 year university or trade school; Up to two female student athletes and two male student 
athletes will be chosen.

When are applications due?
Applications will open March 20th, 2023 and are due Friday, April 21st, 2023 at 5pm. Applicants 
will be notified before May 18th, 2023.
